Friday 7 September.[Lyon] Arrive at Lyon St Exupery airport and TGV station. Try to arrive between 10am and 12 noon if possible.

Saturday 8 September [Lyon] 

The annual potters market in Lyon “les Tupiniers de Vieux Lyon”. Over 160 stands of selected ceramic artist from around France, Europe and beyond. Stay in hotel in Lyon. Explore Lyon, La Fourviere, Roman ampitheatre, old city ....

Sunday 9 September [Oingt]

Visit the marche de creation, artists market on the banks of the Saone River in Lyon in the morning and then we drive to Oingt in the Beaujolais region –discover ancient villages perched amongst the vineyards. Stay in village amongst the vineyards famous for its ‘golden stone’ architecture.

Visit local vineyards, galleries and artists, wine tasting and dinner.

           Monday 10 September [Cluny]

Drive to Cluny in Bourgogne. Cluny is known for its Abbey, rolling green hills, white charolais cattle and wines. Visit vineyards on the way. Visit Christian Faillat at St Cecile Les Vignes near Cluny. Sculptor and ceramic artist, salt glaze and wood fire kiln. Stay at Chambre d’hote at Cluny.

[Montrachet near Beaune]

 Before heading off to Beaune, visit the gardens of Chateau Cormatin. Drive through the Cote d’Or, golden vineyards of Beaune , Nuits Saint Georges. Pinot noir. Visit chateau de Pommard, for regional food and wine tastings and art exhibition [ Picasso and Dali].
